Red Familia was the host
committee for World Congress of
Families III (Mexico City in 2004).
HazteOir.org helped to organize the
October 17 pro-life march in Madrid,
which brought between 1 million and 2
million demonstrators to the streets of
Spain’s capital.

Partners give us the ability to
reach out to their members and
supporters – especially in a Congress
year. They also demonstrate the
international scope of the Congress and
constitute an endorsement by many of
the most prominent groups in the pro-
family/pro-life movement.

The Congress gives our Partners a chance to
connect with pro-family organizations, leaders, activists
and scholars all over the world. World Congress of
Families News is a vehicle to publicize their activities
and recognize the important contributions of their
leaders.

Partners who maintain their status for two years
are automatically Co-Sponsors of the next Congress. As
Co-Sponsors, among other benefits, they are entitled to
an exhibit, participation in the program, paid registrations
and access to VIP receptions.

Partners also have a chance to participate in
regional Congresses, like the 2009 World Congress of
Families Dialogue of Civilizations in Abuja, Nigeria, the
Riga Family Forum, and the upcoming Family Values
Conference in London.

And Partners have the satisfaction of knowing
that they are part of a burgeoning international
movement.

Until our Partner Program was launched, there
had never been an attempt to forge an international
alliance of pro-family organizations. Between the World
Congresses every two years, our ongoing Partner

Program and World Congress of
Families News, we have the
beginnings of such a movement.

The “World Congress of Families
Petition In Support of Romania’s
Defense of Marriage” shows the
potential for such an alliance. In the
spring of 2008, World Congress of
Families circulated a leadership
petition in support of traditional
marriage in Romania. The Alliance of
Romania’s Families had collected
650,000 signatures to put a
constitutional amendment on the
ballot. That failed, due to geographic
distribution of the signatures. But the
Romanian legislature took up a
measure, amending the nation’s

Family Code, to define marriage as the “union freely
consented to between a man and a woman.”

WCF collected over 100
signatures of pro-family leaders and
scholars in 22 countries. Our petition
was presented to the Romanian
government. The amendment was
enacted shortly thereafter. This year, we
did a similar petition against efforts to
legalize same-sex marriage in Albania.

The World Congress of Families seeks not to
lead the international pro-family movement, but to
facilitate communication and cooperation and to help to
coordinate joint activities.

Our efforts to forge such a movement aren’t
limited to our Partners. We also work with pro-family
groups like Cry for Life (the Netherlands), HLI Poland,
Alliance for Romania’s Families, the Foundation for
African Cultural Heritage, Campaign Life Coalition
(Canada), European Forum for Human Rights and Family
(France), Institute for Family Policy (Spain and Norway),
The Spanish Family Forum and the Pro-Life World
Congress (Spain).
